BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Canby, Minnesota (the “City”), as follows:
1. Authorization of Bonds.  It is hereby found, determined, and declared to be necessary, and in the best interests of the City and its residents, that the City should issue $265,000 General Obligation Parking Lot Improvement Bonds of 2011 (the “Bonds”), pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 459.14, Subdivision 1, for the purpose of providing funds for the financing parking lot improvements and for the payment of part of the interest cost of such bond issue.

Ordinance #306
AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE TEMPORARILY ADOPTING THE MINNESOTA ELECTRICAL ACT AND PROVIDING FOR THE ADMINISTRATION THEREOF
The City of Canby ordains:
SECTION 1: AN EMERGENCY EXISTS
Section 1. Due to the State shutdown an emergency exists necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, morals, safety or welfare of Canby. The inability to remedy electrical situations which require State inspections may result in appliances or other electrical necessities rendered inoperable. Examples of these detriments include, but are not limited to: spoiling of food, lack of air conditioning/heat for the vulnerable, inoperability of sump pumps resulting in flooding and mold issues, etc.
SECTION 2: ADOPTION
Section 1. Authority to inspect. The City of Canby hereby provides for the inspection of all electrical installations, pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 326B.36. subd. 6.	
Section 2. Adopted by reference. The Minnesota Electrical Act, as adopted by the Commissioner of Labor and Industry pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Chapter 326B, Sections 326B.31 to 326B.399. The Minnesota Electrical Act is hereby incorporated into this ordinance as if fully set out herein. The Minnesota State Building Code incorporates by reference the National Electrical Code pursuant to Minn. R. 1315.0020. All such codes incorporated herein by reference constitute the electrical code of the City of Canby. 
Section 3. Compliance. All electrical installations shall comply with the requirements of the electrical code of the City of Canby and this ordinance. 
Section 4. Permits and fees. The issuance of permits and the collection of fees shall be as authorized in Minnesota Statutes 326B.37. Any inspection or handling fees will be payable to the City of Canby.
Section 5. Notice and appeal. All notices of violations and orders issued under this ordinance shall be in conformance with Minn. Stat. §326B.36, subd. 4. 
Section 6. Violations and penalties. A violation of the Minnesota Electrical Act is a misdemeanor.  (M.S. 326B.082, subd. 16).
Section 7. Sunset. This ordinance shall be revoked without further action of the city council once the Department of Labor and Industry is funded for the 2011 fiscal year by legislative enactment of a state budget. 	
SECTION 3: PURPOSE
The purpose of this amendment is to establish an electrical inspections program in the City of Canby that is administered and enforced by the City.
SECTION 4: SUMMARY
The following official summary of Ordinance #306 has been approved by the City Council of the City of Canby as clearly informing the public of the intent and effect of the Ordinance.
