Eric Hanson presented the bid tabulations for the Airport Hangar Project.

Everstrong Construction was the lowest responsible bidder. The bids came in $210,042.55 over the engineer’s estimate. The Council discussed various options which included awarding based upon receiving additional Federal and State funding, rebidding with a smaller project, and paying the additional cost from local funds. The consensus of the Council was to award the low bid contingent upon receiving additional Federal and State funds. If all funds could not be obtained, but could come close, the consensus of the Council was to move forward with the project. A motion was made by Maas and seconded by Oellien to authorize the project as described above. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried.

WHEREAS, the City of Canby was awarded two Outdoor Recreation Grants sponsored through the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources; and,
WHEREAS, the grant agreements require that the City of Canby shall record with the deed to all lands as described in the grant agreements Attachment C – Boundary Map specific language; and,
WHEREAS, in order to comply with the Department of Natural Resources Project agreements with the City of Canby certain restrictions will be imposed upon the properties.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANBY, STATE OF MINNESOTA, to record with the deeds that all lands as described in the grant agreements Attachment C – Boundary Map, as attached are imposed the following restrictions as specified in the grant agreements (LW27-01394; LW27-01393) between the Department of Natural Resources and the City of Canby. (Legal descriptions attached)
1. The properties shall be permanently managed and maintained for public outdoor recreation use.
2. The City of Canby shall not at any time convert any portion of the park area to uses other than public outdoor recreation use without the prior written approval of the State acting through its commissioner of natural resources.
