The meeting was called to order.
The minutes of the April 4th meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Maas and seconded by Feiock to approve the minutes. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
A motion was made by Feiock to approve the recommendations from the Board of Appeals and Equalization hearing of the 5% deduction for the 2 bedroom home, the increase for the insulated and sheet rocked garage, and the leveling out the effective years for parcel 31-413-2425 at 607 Lyon Ave N. The motion was seconded by Maas. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
Joel Dresel from SEH, In. discussed the T-hanger at the airport. The floor has been poured and the steal was going up. Dresel brought up 3 different items. The first was a change order. Change order 1 had a reduction of costs of $115,094.88 and a 15 day extension. A motion was made by Feiock to approve change order 1. The motion was seconded by Maas. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was passed. The second was a pay request to Everstrong Construction in the amount of $144,920.06. A motion was made by Maas to approve the pay request to Everstrong in the amount of $144,920.06. The motion was seconded by Feiock. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
The last item was the future turf runway that is mapped on the parcel that Tim Hoffman is talking with the Planning Commission about building homes out there. It was thought to bring the Airport Board in on the discussion on this. Dresel thought that it is not impossible to move the runway, but the costs would be high and that the City should enter into a developer’s agreement if they went this route. 
The Council reviewed a pay request for American Engineering Testing, Inc. in the amount of $13,080.00 for the soil borings. The Council reviewed a Minnesota Historical Society grant application requesting funds to prepare plans, specifications and bid documents for the repair of the roof and exterior windows on the Historic Canby Theatre. A motion was made by Feiock to approve the theatre grant application. The motion was seconded by Maas. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
The Council discussed the Upper Minnesota Valley Regional Development Commission board member nomination request. No one at the meeting wanted to serve on this board. Schrupp will talk to Gene Bies and see if he is interested. If he is, the Council would support him being on this board.  
Ottertail has presented the Council with 3 different electric service agreements. The Council reviewed them. A motion was made by Maas to go with the service agreement where the City pays $15,132.57 in advanced. After 36 months the Company will return the advanced payment with interest. The motion was seconded by Feiock. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
Two of the TIF Agreements that were in question in 2016 have been signed by Connie Erickson. She will sign the third. This means that the City will capture the full amount beginning taxes payable in 2018. 
Bormann brought up the possibility of two parcels that may be coming up for sale on County Rd. 3. This could be an opportunity to purchase for an industrial park. A motion was made by Feiock to have the engineer look at the properties. The motion was seconded by Maas. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried.
