The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
The meeting was called to order.
The minutes of the April 18th meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Feiock and seconded by Bies to approve the minutes. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
A recommendation from the Planning Commission to approve new signs for Canby Drug & Gift was discussed. A motion was made by Feiock to approve the new signs for Canby Drug & Gift. The motion as seconded by Bies. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
A recommendation from the Planning Commission to approve a zoning variance from agricultural to residential in the Ferguson Addition was discussed. A motion was made by Feiock to approve the zoning variance for the Ferguson Addition. The motion was seconded by Bies. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
Phillip DeSchepper discussed the preliminary plat for Lexington and the storm sewer if one were to be put in. There would need to be a lined pond. There would also need to be an easement at least through the HRA’s parcel. DeSchepper will check into the well head protection to see what stipulations are on the well head protection area. DeSchepper sent the warranty items to Kuechle for the infrastructure project that was completed in 2016. DeSchepper discussed the parcels that may be coming up for sale on County Road 3. DeSchepper stated that the parcel would have access to the water main and he would look to see if the sewer was gravity fed. 
The petition for assessing a sewer line installation was tabled. 
The vendor transactions for April were reviewed.  A motion was made by Bies to approve the April transactions in the amount of $198,609.45. The motion was seconded by Feiock. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
Schrupp shared with the Council that the auditors should be at the meeting on May 16. Summer hours will start on May 13th. The public works department will work 4-10 hour days. The office staff will work 4-9 hour days and close at 12pm on Friday. The administrator’s desk is in. Bies will be representing Canby at the Upper Minnesota Valley Regional Development Commission on their board. Schrupp will be at the MCMA conference from Wednesday until Friday. There are 3 summer help staff that will start on May 8, 15, and 22nd. 
Public Service Recognition Week is May 7th-13th.  A gratitude of thanks was given for the members of the Council and City staff. A motion was made by Bies to thank Schrupp for her service and dedication to the city. The motion was seconded by Feiock. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried. 
Ottertail Power would like an easement to put power along the ditch for the airport hangar. They will have the exact area sent to the City in a few weeks. They would like approval to keep things moving along. A motion was made by Feiock to allow the easement for Ottertail Power to get to the airport hangar. The motion was seconded by Bies. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried.
