The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
The meeting was called to order.

Resolution No. 2017-06-06-1

Resolution Identifying “Blight” Conditions in Canby Commercial Historic District in the City of Canby, Minnesota 

WHEREAS the City of Canby is undertaking a program of downtown historic preservation, revitalization and redevelopment, and
WHEREAS the City of Canby has identified specific structures in the Canby Commercial Historic District that hereinafter referred to as the “Blight” in which immediate historic preservation, revitalization and redevelopment activities will need occur, and 
WHEREAS the Canby City Council has assessed the structures for purposes of historic preservation, revitalization and redevelopment and determined that the structures can be characterized as blighted by reason of “dilapidation, obsolescence, overcrowding, faulty arrangement or design, lack of ventilation, light, and sanitary facilities, excessive land coverage, deleterious land use, or obsolete layout, or any combination of these or other factors, are detrimental to the safety, health, morals, or welfare of the community” in accordance with Minnesota Statute 469.002, Subd. 11. Of the 23 parcels within the target area, 23 of them are occupied by buildings or other improvements. Of the 23 buildings in the Canby Commercial Historic District, 3 of them are structurally substandard and in need of immediate repair.
FUTHERMORE the Canby City Council has identified deteriorating conditions due to the inability of structures in the Canby Commercial Historic District to meet codes, and general deterioration of building exteriors in the Canby Commercial Historic District area.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of Canby, Minnesota, that structures identified in the Canby Commercial Historic District in the attached Exhibit A are characterized by conditions meeting the definition of “Blight.”
