RESOLUTION SUPPORTING PURSUIT OF 2017 LOCAL ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM FUNDING FROM MnDOT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF 200TH STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

WHEREAS, the 200th Street Improvement Project includes 200th Street (US Highway 75 to the Canby Municipal Airport) within the City of Canby, and

WHEREAS, the 200th Street Improvement Project will upgrade the existing road capacity to a 10-ton design, and 

WHEREAS, the good repair and safe accessibility of all roads in the City of Canby are a vital component of the City’s existing and future economic development, and

WHEREAS, reconstruction of 200th Street provides the opportunity to modify the local road system to allow for improved connectivity that benefits the region, and

WHEREAS, that upon approval of its application by the state, the City of Canby may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota for the above-referenced project, and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in all contract agreements. 

WHEREAS, that, the City of Canby confirms if the project cost increases above the amount listed in the Application, the City of Canby will provide or secure all additional funds necessary to complete the project. The City of Canby certifies that it will comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and rules of the Application. 

WHEREAS, the LRIP administered by MnDOT makes available up to $750,000 to apply towards projects on local roads that are regionally significant, result in safety improvements, and address transportation deficiencies, and

WHEREAS, the Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP) requires a city, such as Canby, that is not a State Aid city, to have a county sponsor and the support of the County Board, and

WHEREAS, the proposed year for project construction is 2018.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANBY AS FOLLOWS; that 

1. The City Council hereby supports the construction of this local connection between US Highway 75 and the Canby Municipal Airport. 

2. The City Council hereby supports the pursuit of Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP) funding and authorizes staff to prepare and submit the application. 

3. The City Council hereby provides assurance that the City of Canby will pay all costs associated with the project and that city staff will ensure that all aspects of LRIP funding requirements are met and the project’s schedule is adhered to.

WHEREAS, participants and event officials will obey all Minnesota Laws pertaining to the use of Highway Right of Way; and 
WHEREAS, the event officials will notify the Minnesota State Patrol of the proposed event and will provide law enforcement officers to control and/or detour traffic affected by the event; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Canby agrees to assume entire responsibility and liability for all damages or injury to all persons caused by the city’s negligence or the negligence of the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MN/DOT), whether employees or otherwise and to all property, arising out of, resulting from or in any manner connected with the operation of the event
The City of Canby agrees to indemnify the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MN/DOT), its agents and employees from all such claims including, without limiting the generality of the foregoing claims for which the Department may be or may be claimed to be liable, and legal fees and disbursements paid or incurred to enforce the provisions of this paragraph. 
The City of Canby does not waive any limitations on liability or immunities it may be entitled to under Minnesota Statues, Chapter 466.
WHEREAS, the City of Canby will be responsible for any damage done to the highway property as a result of the event activities, damages payable upon receipt of invoice. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Canby permits Trunk Highway 75 from 4th St W to Trunk Highway 68 and Trunk Highway 68 from Trunk Highway 75 to Haarfager Ave N to be closed for the Canby Holiday Light Parade, 5:45pm to 6:15pm on Sunday, December 4th, 2016 the first Sunday in December from 5:45pm-6:30pm.
