The meeting was called to order.

County 3 Ditch and the infrastructure project were discussed. The plans for the project included a concrete cable in the ditch, which would cost around $140,000.00. The discussion of a storm sewer pipe was had. This would cost over $200,000.00. With the county cleaning out the ditch next summer, the concrete cable in the ditch will be taken out of the project.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANBY, MINNESOTA:
1. The City Council hereby authorizes a temporary loan to the Tax Increment Financing Fund from the Sewer Fund to make such a loan.

2. Such temporary loan shall be in an amount up to $70,000 plus accrued interest and be repaid beginning on July 1, 2019 for a term of 5 years with an interest rate of 4.5% from the date funds are transferred to the date repaid.
