The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
The meeting was called to order.
A motion was made by Hanson and seconded by Maas to approve the minutes of the July 5 and July 21 council meetings.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Kevin Beyer, FarmersTel, gave a presentation on the fiber optic project his company is proposing.  Following the presentation, Pat Mastel, legal counsel for MidCo, gave the city a letter stating that his company will be completing a full system upgrade in 2017.  Construction will begin in Canby in the spring of 2017.  Discussion followed and questions were asked.  MidCo will not be submitting a grant application to complete the project.  A motion was made by Varcoe and seconded by Oellien to have Kevin Beyer, FarmersTel, move forward with the grant process understanding that if they were awarded, the city would bond up to 2.5 million for the project.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
The council received a written report on the street project.  A motion was made by Oellien and seconded by Hanson to approve a pay application in the amount of $687,108.12.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
A motion was made by Maas and seconded by Oellien to approve payment of an American Engineering and Testing invoice in the amount of $1,082.30.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
A motion was made by Hanson and seconded by Maas to approve payment of a Bolton & Menk invoice in the amount of $15,710.55.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
A motion was made by Maas and seconded by Varcoe to approve a pay request from Mohs Contracting Inc. in the amount of $38,617.46.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
A motion was made by Maas and seconded by Varcoe to approve a pay request from Fairchild Construction for the city garage project in the amount of $5,200.00.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.  
A motion was made by Oellien and seconded by Varcoe to approve a pay request from Rangaard Electric for the city garage project in the amount of $4,741.20.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
A motion was made by Oellien and seconded by Maas to approve a change order on the city garage project to add a window.  The labor will be $200.00 and the window will cost $278.04.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
A motion was made by Varcoe and seconded by Oellien to approve the vendor transactions in the amount of $982,566.42.  All voted in favor.  None voted against.  The motion was carried.
Chris Husby was present to discuss the airport project.  The dirt work that the city staff is being requested to complete is more than they originally thought and they don’t have staff  nor equipment to complete such a large project.  Husby was instructed to obtain at least two quotes on the dirt work.
Council members reviewed City Administrator applications.  They narrowed the list down to 4 finalists to be interviewed on August 20.  The finalists are:  Dolores Catlin, Rebecca Schrupp, Thomas Lammers and Harry Staven.
A motion was made by Maas and seconded by Oellien to adjourn the meeting. All voted in favor. None voted against. The motion was carried.
